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At first glance, MUTZ & the LURKING EXTRAS (the album) basically offers a collection of more or less straightforward guitar pop songs and themes. Yet all kinds of other musical bits and pieces are lurking from underneath that stylistic umbrella: Timeless twangy guitars meet well-tempered synths and spacey pianos. Punk, Pop and Americana chill out on a relaxed date. Imagine classic singer/songwriter aesthetics in a jolly get-together with cliché-free Rock embellishments. Wide screen instrumental numbers create some weird little movies in your head. Add some unobtrusive yet multifaceted lyrics that will stay with you longer than the usual three minutes and, in short, you'll have a mixture that could either simply amaze or deeply disturb first listeners, reviewers, trainspotters, astrologers etc. The album contains 13 stylistically diverse songs, all of them written by Mutz and nearly all of them adventurously interpreted by Philip and Nico, aka The Lurking Extras. Luckily, the album does not have a concept. It is more like Mutz' multicoloured, large format business card. His own special way of writing songs, his distinctive voice and his unique guitar style form the golden thread. 

MUTZ & the LURKING EXTRAS (the band): Guitarist, singer, bassist and composer Mutz, Philip Mancarella (piano, synthesizer) and Nico Stallmann (drums, vocals) first met each other in an orchestra pit a couple of years ago. Since then, they successfully create music and sounds for theater plays (while also playing in lots of bands and other projects). So it was an obvious choice for Mutz to enlist his two favourite musicians to contribute to his songs and play on his album. Philip is a musical libertine who always finds a straight yet unconventional way to the core of any song, despite his frightening dexterity and exuberant talent. Nico is a true jack-of-all-trades, an energetic, universal drum virtuoso with his musical heart always firmly in the right place. Mutz' history in bands and collaborations (most recently: Purple Sex Heads, Spencer Bohren, Keegan and Palace Fever) is long, multinational and eventful. He also left positive, highly respected marks in the field of theater and comedy.
